New Revenue Contract: Infant and Early Childhood Mental Health

Consultation IECMHC) Services in Home Visiting

Gwenda Summers presented this new contract with the State of Michigan regarding
CEI’s early intervention consultation. The State needs folks with relevant education
and experience to consult with their home visitors on early intervention services.

Karla is unsure how
long the it may take to find a more permanent placement.
